Location: 67 Pleasant Street   
Parcel ID: 21.53.12 
Review: Design Review Approval 
Proposed Development:  To amend permit V-0022-24 to change rear dripline, west elevation window pattern, add kitchen hood exhaust, and enclose the greenhouse porch.

David Hamilton presented that the building use was changed to a bakery. The changes do not include the dripline.  The window pattern on rear and enclosing porch and adding an exhaust for kitchen hood vent. The porch will not be conditioned and will be used as a greenhouse vestibule. The porch windows will match the rest of the building. Will be adding a small roof overdoor that faces trash dumpster. On the eastern portion of the building there will be an exhaust vent 10 feet off the ground. The DAC recommended to paint the vent the color of the siding and he confirmed that is possible. 

Wendy asked which side of the vent, David explained it is on the Hartland Hill side. Randy asked about distance between vent and neighbor is enough distance. David said it is 67 feet from next door property. Wendy asked about the entrance to vestibule and if there are gutters? David said yes gutters
