1. The Village Green shall be maintained in a neat and orderly condition at all times during
the date of any authorized activity and also, the extent reasonably possible, during the
setup and cleanup time for such activity.

2. Any equipment installed or items on display on the Village Green in connection with an
activity shall be installed no sooner than 24 hours prior to the scheduled date of the
activity and shall be removed no later than 24 hours after the scheduled date of the
activity, provided however, any equipment which can be easily installed and removed
shall be installed and removed on the day of the activity. This standard shall have a
separate application to any alternate date not immediately following the scheduled
date.

3. No signs or equipment shall be attached to or installed upon trees or historic/memorial
markers located in or on the Village Green or upon traffic signs, parking meters, or
light poles surrounding the Village Green.

4. No structures shall be erected or placed within 15 feet of the trunk of any tree in the
Village Green.

5. Traffic signs and parking meters surrounding the Village Green shall not be obstructed.

6. All traffic control arrangements and site layouts shall be reasonably calculated to ensure
the maximum safety of the public and to cause the least possible inconvenience to the
public. Descriptions of arrangements for traffic control shall include the
recommendations of the Village Chief of Police with respect thereto and shall clearly
state any variances between actual arrangements made and the recommendations of
the Village Chief of Police.

7. No activity shall be carried on before 8:00 am or after 10:00 pm.

8. Applications shall be considered by the Board in the order in which completed
applications are submitted to the Municipal Manager. Permits may be granted to two
or more non-profit organizations from Woodstock for the same date and/or times
provided the granting of such permits shall not cause a conflict in the use of any
portion of the Village Green.

9. Consideration may be given as to whether an applied for activity, if permitted, would
unreasonably restrict the public access to and use of the Village Green.

10. All arrangements for and expenses relating to maintenance of the Village Green
immediately before, during, and immediately after a permitted activity and traffic
control during a permitted activity, shall be the responsibility of the permittee.




11. Any damage to the Village Green occurring in connection with an activity permitted
hereunder shall be repaired at the expense of the permittee. At the option of the
Board, any repair so required shall be arranged by the Board or by the permittee.

1. The Village Green shall be maintained in a neat and orderly condition at all times during
the date of any authorized activity and also, the extent reasonably possible, during the
setup and cleanup time for such activity.

2. Any equipment installed or items on display on the Village Green in connection with an
activity shall be installed no sooner than 24 hours prior to the scheduled date of the
activity and shall be removed no later than 24 hours after the scheduled date of the
activity, provided however, any equipment which can be easily installed and removed
shall be installed and removed on the day of the activity. This standard shall have a
separate application to any alternate date not immediately following the scheduled
date.

3. No signs or equipment shall be attached to or installed upon trees or historic/memorial
markers located in or on the Village Green or upon traffic signs, parking meters, or
light poles surrounding the Village Green.

4. No structures shall be erected or placed within 15 feet of the trunk of any tree in the
Village Green.

5. Traffic signs and parking meters surrounding the Village Green shall not be obstructed.

6. All traffic control arrangements and site layouts shall be reasonably calculated to ensure
the maximum safety of the public and to cause the least possible inconvenience to the
public.

Dear Trustees,

The legislature passed Act 181 to help address the ongoing housing crisis our communities,
including yours, face. One of the ways the Act does this is through the temporary removal of Act
250 permitting for housing developments in certain areas in your community. This exemption is
currently in place through 2026 for Woodstock Village, and you can see the state map here. After
2026, such an exemption will only continue in new ‘Tier 1B’ areas that are in the process of being
established.

Four things have to be in place for a Tier 1B area to be created:

e The area must meet the Tier 1B statutory requirements (which we feel it does).

e The area must be mapped in the draft Regional Plan. In Woodstock, these are lands we are
proposing as Village Centers and Village Areas in the Village. As the Town lacks subdivision
regulations, it cannot have a Tier 1B area outside the Village at this time. You can find the
digital Future Land Use map here, and attached. The Village could request any or all of these
land use areas. ,

e The Selecthboard has to request Tier 1B as part of our Regional Plan.

e The State Land Use Review Board must approve the area when approving the Regional Plan (in
late 2026).

What would a Tier 1B approval mean? Only that in 2027 and later, Act 250 would no longer apply
to housing developments of 50 units or less on parcels of 10 acres or less within that area. This is
not limited to affordable housing, and it is not necessarily big buildings. Importantly, your zoning
and subdivision rules would not change and would still apply. Various other things like wastewater
and water supply permits would still apply as well. '

As the Tier 1B request has to come from the Village Trustees, TRORC staff would like to come to a
Trustee meeting to answer any questions as you consider whether to request Tier 1B. | have copied
your Planning Commission as well as they may want to participate. Please email Kyle Katz and me if
you have any questions ahead of time. Thank you.

Nicholas Selden commented that the meeting minutes from January 5, 2026, were not
comply with the law as they “failed” to summarize the topics discussed.
D. Reports
Manager’s Report
Eric Duffy reported:

e A joint meeting with the Trustees and Selectboard will be held Thursday at 6 PM
regarding the FY27 budgets, including potential discussion of a new position that would
impact the Village

e The Selectboard had met earlier to discuss the Main Wastewater project bond and
allocations between sewer users and non-users, with public feedback being requested.

e Public forums had been scheduled for Wednesdays at 9 AM at different cafes across
Town, with night meetings also being planned to gather feedback.

« The Wastewater plant renovation bond, estimated at $33-35 million, will be on the Town
meeting agenda.

e The Public Works crew was thanked for their efforts during recent icy conditions.

e The Village was experiencing a shortage of salt and sand, which is a statewide issue.

« Residents were reminded that salt is available for their use outside the gates of the DPW
building.

Financial Report
The Board discussed several items from the financial report, including:

« Short-term rental enforcement: Eric Duffy reported they were waiting for the new
software to be operational before sending out notices.

e Courthouse parking: Jeffrey Kahn asked about the contract fees, and Eric Duffy clarified
that the one-year lease ended in September with an extension through February,
explaining the revenue totals.

o FEast End revenue: Jeffrey Kahn questioned why there were zeros showing despite events
having been held there; Eric Duffy agreed to investigate.

« Police communications expenses (dispatch services): Eric Duffy explained this fee would
be transferred over, typically as a one-time payment.




e Llibrary lot rent: This had not been paid as negotiations for a new contract were ongoing.
Police Report
Interim Police Chief Chris O’Keeffe reported:

¢ The new police cruiser is now on the road and working well.

e Updated parking ordinances took effect on January 9th with the new rate of $1.50 an
hour.

» Officer Liz Turco had resigned with her last day being January 21st, and the position
would be posted through the Town of Woodstock and the Police Academy.

« Due to icy conditions, weighing trucks was difficult but inspections were still possible.

« End of year training records were complete and being filed with the academy.

« A small uptick in mental health complaints was noted, which he attributed to the time of
year.

F. Discussion
FY27 Budget

Eric Duffy reported that the budget had been reduced from an initial $1.9 million (which
would have been a 40% tax increase) to $1.8 million, representing a 13.5% tax increase. He noted
that approximately $7,000-8,000 represents a 1% tax change for the Village.

Jeffrey Kahn presented data showing few incidents in the Village occurring between
1:30-6:00 AM over a six-month period and suggested either reducing overnight police coverage
or cutting the force from six to five officers as potential cost-saving measures.

Eric Duffy cautioned against reducing police coverage without proper public input and
Selectboard involvement, as:

o The Town pays about 45% of the Police budget for at least 40 hours a week of coverage
o Reducing staffing could impact morale and increase overtime costs
Trustees discussed various considerations:
e The impact of health care costs on the budget
e Questions about how the Town is billed for police services
« Seton Mcilroy noted the 20% increase in police budget while Town's allocation only
increased 3%
¢ A suggestion to remove Trustee salaries from the budget
+ Concerns about public safety impacts of reducing coverage

The discussion concluded with Jeffrey Kahn asking the manager and Interim Police Chief
to identify ways to reduce the budget to stay below a 10% increase.

Roger Logan commented that the boards should conduct a serious, data-driven analysis
of police department needs going forward.




Municipal Permits Update
Lisa Lawlor presented recommendations for streamlining municipal permits:
o Create conformity and simplicity in all permit paperwork
+ Designate specific personnel to work on permits
o Establish the municipal manager as the ultimate decision maker
» Distinguish between permits that need administrative review versus trustee review
« Require permits needing trustee approval to be submitted 10 days before a meeting
¢ Create checklists for both committee and municipal staff
» Develop simplified permit forms with consistent formats
+ Consolidate similar permits (e.g., combining use of the Village Green and Gore permits)

Lisa Lawlor proposed continuing to work with municipal staff to update the forms and

develop the checklists, with the goal of eventually moving the process online.
Village Meeting Prep and a dedication of the book

The board discussed preparations for the upcoming Village meeting, scheduled to start
at 6:30 PM, with voting at 7:00 PM.

Lisa Lawlor proposed dedicating this year's Town report to Don and Betsy Wheeler for
their lifetime of service to the Village. Don served as the Village tree warden, conducted tours at
the Chamber of Commerce, and served as Clerk at meetings. Betsy taught kindergarten to
generations of local children for over 40 years.

A. Call to order
1. Vice Chair Jeffrey Kahn called the January 26™ 2026, Village Trustees meeting to
order at 6:30PM.
B. Additions and Deletions
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FY27 Budget- Move to Discussion
C. Citizens' Comments
Nicholas Seldon commented on the FY27 budget. He also inquired whether Trustee Lisa
Lawler had looked into how many police officers have left the Woodstock Police force under the
current Police Chief. Lisa Lawler did not respond to his comment.
D. Discussion
FY27 Budget
Eric Duffy presented the revised budget, noting that after requested changes to salary
allocations for Water and Sewer staff, cuts to capital reserves, and removal of Trustee stipends,
the projected tax increase had been reduced to 9.86 percent. This was a significant reduction
from previous projections of approximately 40 percent, which had been progressively lowered to
27 percent and then 13 percent in prior discussions.
The Trustees expressed satisfaction with the current budget proposal. Chair Seton Mcilroy
confirmed that the final expense amount was $1,805,116.18, with a tax increase of 9.86 percent.

Motion: by Vice Chair Jeffrey Kahn to approve the FY27 budget
with total expenses of $1,805,116.18. (6:37 PM)
Seconded: Brenda Blakeman
Vote: 5-0-0 passed
Design Review Process Recommendation
Chair Seton Mcilroy reported on discussions regarding changes to the design review
process following the resignation of all the members of the Village Design Advisory Committee
(VDAC) in the fall. She shared that after meeting with former VDAC members, one suggestion
was to change the composition of the Village Development Review Board (VDRB) to include two
members with design backgrounds (architecture, design, or historical expertise).
This approach would ensure that design expertise exists on the board when applicants
propose changes within the Village, allowing for more efficient review on a single board while
maintaining necessary expertise. It would also allow applicants to consult with the board before
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The discussion focused on whether to increase the VDRB from five to seven members or

maintain five members but require that two positions be filled by individuals with design
expertise. The board acknowledged the need to clearly define what qualifies as design expertise.
The board also discussed having a list of “standards” for changes to homes in the Village that if
the applicant was making a change to their home within these standards, they could potentially
bypass the boards.

Multiple members of the public contributed to the discussion:

Ellen Soroka expressed agreement with the approach described by Chair Seton Mciliroy.
Wendy Spector noted the value of having VDAC input on applications when she served on
the VDRB. She explained that the VDAC role had a different mandate than the VDRB, and
the structure chosen would reflect the Village's priorities regarding development versus
design.

Wendy Marrinan expressed concern about losing the equal weight currently provided by
having separate boards of five members each. She noted the importance of design
expertise in applications within the design review overlay district.

John Spector emphasized that regulations should be the primary focus, rather than
relying on individual board members' interpretations. He suggested that clearly defined
regulations would allow for consistent decision-making regardless of board composition.
Eliza ? stressed the historical significance of Woodstock and encouraged public
involvement in determining how design considerations should be weighted in the review
process.

Ben Pauley shared his experience on the VDRB and expressed concern about merging the
boards, noting that having a separate advisory committee allowed for more informal
dialogue with applicants.

Chair Seton Mcilroy clarified that the Planning Commission has been reviewing the zoning
bylaws for the past year and emphasized that anything the Village wants to absolutely
require must be in the bylaws, while other considerations remain preferences.

The Trustees agreed to recommend merging the two design review boards function into the
VDRB with a minimum of two positions requiring design expertise, with a preference for a five-
member board. Chair Seton Mcilroy volunteered to draft a letter to the Planning Commission
conveying this recommendation.
